At the conclusion of the course the successful student will be able to:

Discuss scope and goals of physical anthropology, and its place within and contributions to the broader
discipline of anthropology.

Discuss the major subfields of physical anthropology and the research techniques employed by each.
Outline the major theories of biological evolution, from Darwin and Mendel to the modern synthesis.
Identify major skeletal elements of the human body.

Discuss the importance of studies of our closest relatives, the non-human primates, to the understanding
of human biology and evolution.

Discuss the hominid fossil record: how it is formed, major discoveries and interpretations, and the
limitations inherent in the data.

Assess the major techniques of dating fossil discoveries and their limitations.

Discuss modern human physical diversity and theories on the adaptive value of such inherited traits.

Course content will be conveyed through lectures. Extensive use will be made of human skeletal elements and
casts of fossil hominid discoveries at relevant points in the class presentations. Videos and slides will also be
used to present course material.
